
THE PRIVACY POLICY OF THIS SITE - THE REASON FOR THIS ANNOUNCEMENT 
This page describes the modalities of the way this site deals with the handling of personal data of the 
consumers who view the site. This notification is also expressed under the clause 13 of decree no. 196/2003 
addressing those who interact with the services provided on our website, and which is available on the 
internet. This notice is valid only for our website and not for other websites which might be accessed 
through links on our website. This notification also draws its inspiration from recommendation no. 2/2001 
expressed by the European authorities on personal data protection, coming together on 17 May 2001 as a 
Group established under the clause 29 of decree no. 95/46/CE, in order to identify some minimum 
requirements for the collection of personal data online and, in particular, the modalities, the time and the 
nature of the information that have to be provided to the user whenever they access a website, no matter 
what the aims of this access might be. 
 
THE “ENTITY RESPONSIBLE” FOR DATA HANDLING 
As a result of accessing this website, data relating to identified or identifiable persons might be handled. The 
“entity responsible” for handling of the data is: D & D ITALIA S.P.A. with base in PONTECAGNANO 
FAIANO (SA) in VIA IRNO SNC. The person responsible for data handling is FRANCESCO D'AMICO. 
 
THE LOCATION OF DATA HANDLING AND ITS AIMS 
Data handling related to the internet services on this website takes place at the above base of the company 
and is carried out only by staff commissioned to do so, or possibly also by staff commissioned to carry out 
data maintenance from time to time. No data deriving from the internet service is shared with third parties 
(without prior consent of the person affected) or released. Personal data given by users who ask to be sent 
information packs by registering in the section provided for this purpose (newsletter, special offers, reports, 
initiatives, communications, actions and measures etc) are used for the sole purpose of providing the service 
requested and are not shared with third parties, except where prior consent has been asked for and been 
obtained explicitly, nor released under any circumstances. 
 
TYPE OF DATA HANDLED 
Data obtained from visit of site  
The type of hard- and software used for running this website gather some personal data as part of the 
normal working process. Transmission of this data is implicit in the use of internet communication protocols. 
The information in question is not gathered with the aim of being connected to identified persons affected, 
but by its very nature could enable user identification through processing of and associating with data held 
by third parties. In this data category can be found the IP addresses or domain names of the computers 
used for accessing the website, the addresses notated in Uniform Resource Identifier of the requested 
resources, the time of the request, the method used in sending the request to the server, the size of the file 
obtained in reply, the numerical code designating the state of reply provided by the server (no error, error 
etc) and other parameters relating to the operating system and the IT environment engaged by the user. 
These data may be used for the sole purpose of obtaining anonymous statistic data on the use of the 
website and in order to monitor its correct functioning, and are deleted straight after their processing. The 
data might be used in order to establish responsabilities in case of hypothetic criminal offences damaging 
the site. 
 
Data provided voluntarily by the user 
The posting of optional, explicit and voluntary electronic mail to the addresses indicated on this website 
leads to the consequent acquisition of the address of the sender, required in order to reply to the request, 
as well as other personal data possibly provided by the user in the message. In time, specific notification 
summaries will be quoted or visualised on those internet pages of the site dedicated to particular requesting 
services (eg internet links to the present notification). 
 
COOKIES 
No personal user data are retrieved from the website through cookies. Cookies are neither used for the 
transmission of personal data nor are any types of persistent cookies used in any way, that is no user 
tracking systems are used. The use of cookies during a session (these are not lastingly memorised on the 
user's computer and are deleted upon browser shutdown) are strictly limited to the transmission of session 
identifications (consisting in arbitrary numbers generated by the server) required for the efficient and safe 
exploration of the site. The session cookies used in this website avoid the use of other information 
techniques which could compromise the user's privacy of navigation and don't allow acquisition of personal 
data which might lead to the user's identification. 



 
OPTIONAL SUBMISSION OF PERSONAL DATA 
Apart from what has been specified regarding the data while surfing the site, the consumer can provide 
personal data in the forms provided in order to request delivery of information notices or other news 
communications. Failure of data submission may result in failure of obtaining the requested information. We 
would like to remind you that any personal data will be submitted only if the “internet surfer” has given their 
explicit permission. 
 
MODALITIES OF DATA HANDLING 
Personal data are treated mainly using automated instruments for the time strictly necessary to achieve the 
aims for which they have been gathered. Specific safety measures are put into place in order to prevent loss 
of, unlawful use of and unauthorised access to data provided. 
 
RIGHTS OF THE PERSONS AFFECTED 
The subjects the personal data refer to have the right to obtain the confirmation of the existence or absence 
of the data in question and to know the content and origin, verify their correctness or ask for their 
integration or update as well as correction,  at any time (under clause 7 of decree no. 196/2003). According 
to the above clause the user has the right to ask for the deletion, change into anonymous form or blocking 
of data handled in violation of the law, as well as in any case to object to their handling, for legitimate 
reasons. The requests have to be addressed to the Entity Responsible for Data Handling mentioned 
above.
